Holden Police evacuated the residence and adjoining

apartments until the Massachusetts State Police bomb

unit could certify that the grenade wasn't live.

"It wasn't a bad exercise for us," Holden Sgt. David

Armstrong said. "It's also a good lesson for residents."

Even though a grenade may still have the pin attached,

it can rot from the inside and explode, Armstrong said,

and should therefore be considered dangerous and left

in place until a bomb unit can check it out. — M.M.
